LIBRARY INFORMATION AND DIRECTIONS
     Linda Hall Library is the world's largest library specializing in science, engineering and technology open to the public.  Although the Linda Hall is entirely private and not part of UMKC, library grounds are surrounded by the campus.  
     Best route from the north is to take 47th Street to Oak Street and drive south on Oak to 52nd Street.  At the four-way stop, turn left (east) on 52nd.  On the northeast corner of 52nd and Cherry you'll see a marker for Linda Hall Library.  Turn north (left) on Cherry and the entrance is at the top of the hill on your right.  We're directly across the street from the Bloch School.  If there is a guard in the guard station, please stop to say you are attending an event in the library.  Inside the main doors, stop at the Reference Desk and someone will direct you to the lunch.  (The room we use will be determined by the number of attendees.)
     From the south, take Troost or Rockhill to 51st Street and then west to Cherry, or Brookside to 52nd Street and east to Cherry.  (Note: Oak Street is under construction from 52nd to 55th Streets, so it is not currently accessible from the south.)
